Take the George Washington (GW) Memorial Parkway toward
Washington. Continue along the GW Memorial Parkway approx-
imately 15.8 km (9.8 mi).

Memorial Parkway, the first exit in Virginia. Continue along the
parkway approximately 4.2 km (2.6 mi).

Take the entrance that veers to the right
before the gates to the CIA.

From points south of Washington, D.C. take I-495 North/
